Explore Through Movement 
and Play

Play peek-a-boo with your baby.

Go outside with your child and take 
turns kicking a ball.

Move a scarf or sock to music as you 
and your child dance.

Gently pat your baby’s tummy to the 
rhythm of a song or rhyme.

Read and Discuss Stories

Let your child choose a book from 
the Library and enjoy it together.

Read an animal book to your baby 
as you make the animal sounds.

Help your baby turn the pages 
of a board book.

Ask your child to tell you their 
favorite part of a story.
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
